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INTRODUCTION
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The 2nd Congress of the International Foot and Ankle Biomechanics Community (i-FAB 2010) will be held September 16-18, 2010 at the University of Washington in Seattle, WA. This document contains instructions for abstract submission and should be used as a template for abstract formatting. The Introduction should contain a final sentence with study aims and/or objectives. 
METHODS
Abstracts should conform to the guidelines shown here. The text (including tables and figures) must be contained on one page of US letter (8.5 x 11 inches) paper with all margins set at .75 inches. Use two columns of Arial size 11 font with single line spacing, full justified. 
The abstract must include the title of the paper in bold, the author(s), the name(s) and location(s) of their institution(s) centered at the top of the page. Use numerical superscripts to distinguish different institutions. The presenting author’s name should be underlined. The corresponding author’s institutional website and email address should be listed next. 

The body of the manuscript should be divided into sections specifically titled as follows: Introduction, Methods, Results, and Discussion. Use double line-spacing between paragraphs. Figures and/or tables may span two columns if needed, but such a two-column object should be at the bottom of the page and clearly labelled. All citations in the abstract should be numerical and in square brackets [1]. Citation number should be in order of citation [2, 3].
